GOVERNMENT

The Village of Lannon is governed
by a Village Board, consisting

of a Village President and six
Trustees. The Board makes
decisions regarding most Village
matters, including the Village
budget, capital improvements,
and ordinances. Administrative
responsibility is shared by the
Village President and Village
Clerk who are responsible for the
overall coordination and direction
of the day-to-day operations

of Village government. Lannon
has a part-time police force, and
mutual aid with the Waukesha
County Sheriff's Department

for additional police protection.
The Lannon Fire Department
recently consolidated with that of
neighboring Menomonee Falls.

PARKS

Joeck's Memorial Park in Lannon
offers many activities including
baseball, softball, tennis, sand
volleyball, and a playground,
providing a place for community
members of all ages to gather.
Menomonee Park, partially
located in Lannon, offers miles
of trails for hiking, biking, skiing,
and horseback riding through
prairies, woods, and wetlands. The
Bugline Trail, which extends from
Menomonee Falls to the Town of
Merton, goes through Lannon.
